Which Choir do I sign up for?

3rd Hour Concert Choir – All freshmen women and men who do not make Show Choir, 

Madrigals, Court Singers and/or TBA.   Sophomore – Senior men who do not audition and/or are not able to participate in Master Chorale will be in Concert Choir.
Sophomore, junior, and senior men and women who have difficulty matching pitch, carrying their own part, or who have rehearsal issues that require them a more concentrated rehearsal, can be placed in Concert Choir by the director/counselor as well.
NO AUDITION REQUIRED
Concert Choir will perform primarily its own music, striving to perform one piece per quarter with the Chorale.  Concert Choir will not compete at any IHSA competition.
2nd Hour Women’s Chorale – All Sophomore- Senior women who do not make Show 
Choir, Madrigals, and/or Court Singers.
Junior and Senior women who do not wish to audition for a spot in the Master Chorale or for whom a spot is not available also will be placed in the Women’s Chorale.  
NO AUDITION REQUIRED

Women’s Chorale will perform both their own music and select pieces to be performed with the Master Chorale.  All members of the Women’s Chorale will compete at IHSA Contests in the Spring. 

1st Hour Master Chorale – All Show Choir, Madrigal, Court Singers and/or TBA
+ Sophomore - Senior men and Sophomore - Senior women may audition for remaining spots needed to create a balanced, competitive ensemble.
AUDITION REQUIRED

Master Chorale will perform both their own music and select pieces with the Women’s Chorale.  All members of the Master Chorale will compete at IHSA Contests in the Spring.  Master Chorale will also represent Dunlap High School at all festivals.

AUDITIONS – Auditions will be held in conjunction with Madrigals/Court Singers/Show Choir/TBA 

auditions in the Spring.  You may try out for one of these ensembles, asking to also be considered for Master Chorale, or you may try out only for Master Chorale.

Audition requirements will be circulated in late April.

Students moving into District #323 after audition deadlines will be ineligible for placement in Madrigals/Court Singers/Show Choir/TBA, but Sophomore-Senior men and Junior-Senior women can audition for a spot in the Master Chorale.  Acceptance will be determined by the student’s audition/talent and by availability in the Master Chorale.

What other Choral opportunities are available at Dunlap High?

Dunlap High School Madrigals – A cappella group of men and women, balanced 

sections of 16-20 singers, performing a variety of styles from the Renaissance to Contemporary.  Members of the Madrigals put on the annual “Madrigal Knight” dinner each December.  Their season starts in early August and continues through December, rehearsals are afterschool/evening.

AUDITION REQUIRED & SINGER MUST BE ENROLLED IN DHS CHORUS
Any Sophomore-Senior, male or female, may audition for Madrigals.  Audition will consist of a vocal solo for screening purposes in mid May.  28-32 singers will receive callbacks which are held the following Monday.  Singers will be required to learn a new song over the weekend and perform it in quartets at call backs.  Auditions also included sight reading, tonal skills, and demonstrating blend and balance within quartets and sections.  
Dunlap High School Court Singers – A cappella group of women, balanced sections of 

12-14 singers, performing a variety of styles from the Renaissance to Contemporary.  The Court Singers participate in “Madrigal Knight” as both performers and servers.  Their season starts in mid October and continues through December, rehearsals are afterschool/evening.
AUDITION REQUIRED & SINGER MUST BE ENROLLED IN DHS CHORUS 

Any Freshman-Senior female may audition for Court Singers.  Audition will consist of a vocal solo for screening purposes in mid May.  Call backs are a possibility if necessary.
Dunlap High School’s “FORTE!” – A balanced group of 24-32 equal male and female 

singers, doing a variety of pop, jazz, and current music.  Each spring the show choir puts on a themed show for “Fine Arts Nite”, participates in Art In The Park, the Mid-Illini Jazz Festival, IHSA contest, and sings for various community functions.  Their season starts in January and continues through early May, rehearsals are afterschool/evening.   
AUDITION REQUIRED & SINGER MUST BE ENROLLED IN DHS CHORUS
Any Freshman-Senior, female or male, may audition for Show Choir.  Audition will consist of a solo for screening purposes in mid May.  Students auditioning for Show Choir will also complete a dance audition for judges.  Call backs are a possibility if necessary.
Dunlap High School’s “T.B.A” – A cappella men’s group, balanced sections of 4-12 
singers, performing a wide range of styles from Barbershop to Doo-wop, to Contemporary.  T.B.A. sing at several competitions including the Youth In Harmony festival and IHSA S & E contest.  Performing mostly for the Dunlap Community, T.B.A. is often asked to perform in the greater Peoria area as well. T.B.A. performs all school year.
AUDITION REQUIRED & SINGER MUST BE ENROLLED IN DHS CHORUS

Any Freshman-Senior, female or male, may audition for Show Choir.  Audition will consist of a solo for screening purposes in mid May.  Students auditioning for TBA will also have a callback similar to Madrigals.
